Consistent with our goal of expanding audiences
while supporting new works of merit, TKTS provides
critical revenue for productions while simultaneously
enabling a diverse audience to enjoy New York’s
greatest asset...the theatre.

Behind the scenes, TDF has created and maintains a
diverse roster of programs which provide audiences
for virtually every theatre and dance production in
New York—through ticket subsidy, accessibility
programs for theatregoers with physical disabilities,
and award-winning arts education programs.

TDF is committed to seeking new ways to support
productions and to broaden the public’'s awareness
and access to live theatre, dance and music.
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Dear Friends of TDF:

If we could pick one image that says “TDEF,” it would be one of excited theatre lovers filling an entire
theatre just before the curtain rises. Waiting in anticipation for a story to unfold live before your eyes

is an experience that knows no age or ethnicity. It is universal. During this past year, nearly 2.2 million
people had the opportunity to experience this through TDF services—our TKTS booths, membership
program, accessibility programs and education programs.

As you look through this report, you will see tourists visiting our city, New Yorkers attending a play
with a ticket they bought at our TKTS “play only” window, TDF members taking in an Off Broadway
show, a sold out TDF student performance of August Wilson’s Radio Golf or a TAP member attending
an open captioned performance of A Chorus Line. And there are many others who are impacted by
us as well—the 1.5 million visitors we see each month at our newly redesigned Web site launched in
December 2006, or the performers and audiences of the 965 productions that used costumes from
TDF’s Costume Collection. All through the year, we continued to advance live theatre and dance,

study. We plan to complete the study next year and hope that it will inform our program development
as well as that of other interested organizations.

Also, this year, we commenced work with the League of Off Broadway Theatres and Producers on the
design of a Web site specifically intended to strengthen Off Broadway by helping to build its audience.
In partnership with Brooklyn’s MetroTech Business Improvement District, we are planning to return
to Brooklyn with a new TKTS booth in early 2008. Last, but certainly not least, construction on the
revitalization of Father Duffy Square and our new TKTS booth continued. This project has been
exciting and challenging. When complete, the glass structure housing the new TKTS booth will be
unique in New York City, a new icon, a gathering place for all, right in the heart of Times Square.

We gained
many new donors at a very successful benefit evening centered on a performance of A Chorus Line in
support of the new TKTS booth. Additionally, we are grateful to have an active group of volunteers,
The Friends of TDF, working to “spread the word” about TDF and our programs.

TDF’s Theatre and Dance Subsidy programs
are central to TDF’s mission, as they marry
the goals of supporting productions of

merit and bringing audiences to the theatre
who might not otherwise be able to attend.

The Theatre Subsidy program was TDF’s
first program. In 1968, TDF purchased
tickets to The Great White Hope and
distributed them to students. This was the
first of 29 Pulitzer Prize-winning plays to
have received subsidy from TDF, the most
recent being David Lindsay-Abaire’s Rabbit
Hole. Since the program’s inception, TDF
has provided subsidy support to over

900 plays and musicals by purchasing
over 2.9 million tickets to be sold to TDF
members, thus supplying an audience of
theatregoers, usually during the ever
important preview period. Through the
Theatre Subsidy program, scripts are
submitted to be considered by TDF'’s Play
Development Committee. If a production
is approved for subsidy, TDF agrees to
purchase up to 6,000 tickets to sell to its
membership of 80,000 theatregoers.

TDF and the Pulitzer Prize: Twenty-nine
TDF-subsidized productions that later won the Pulitzer
Prize for Drama—1968 through 2007.

TDF offers these tickets to its members at
a lower cost than what they purchase the
tickets for, thereby creating a margin of
subsidy. As a consequence, TDF subsidy
provides both financial assistance and a
loyal and receptive audience at a key
moment in the life of a new production.

TDF’s membership consists of students,
teachers, seniors, union members,
performing arts professionals, employees
of not-for-profit organizations, clergy and
armed services personnel.

TDF VOUCHERS

TDF members are also eligible to purchase
TDF’s Performing Arts Vouchers. This program
is TDF’s principal means of assisting off-Off
Broadway theatre, music and dance groups by
helping them build their audiences and by
subsidizing each admission from $1 to $3
(depending on the size of the venue).

The TDF Voucher serves as an open ticket for
admission, allowing adventurous theatregoers
the flexibility to attend the performance of their
choice at smaller, more experimental theatres.
With TDF Vouchers, we are able to reach out to
young, new audiences, affording many of them
a first-time experience in the performing arts.

On June 25, 1973, Theatre Develop-
ment Fund, with the cooperation

of the City of New York and the
League of American Theatres and
Producers, opened TKTS in Father
Duffy Square. The creation of this
new destination for same-day dis-
count theatre tickets helped reverse
the downward trend then facing the
theatre industry. Originally designed §
by Mayers and Schiff as a temporary > '
structure, it grew to become an icon

to millions of New Yorkers and
visitors from around the world. Its
presence has also been credited as the start of the
revitalization of Times Square, which, at that time,
was considered an unsafe neighborhood.

In last year's annual report we reported that in
the early part of May 2006, the familiar booth,
with its red and white canvases, was closed in
preparation for the groundbreaking for the
construction of a revitalized Father Duffy Square
and a new, permanent TKTS booth. When Mayor
Michael R. Bloomberg officiated at the ground-
breaking on May 2, 2006, it had been over six
years since Australian designers Choi Ropiha won
TDF’s international design competition for their
concept of a new TKTS booth. It had been several
years since TDF was joined by the Times Square
Alliance and the Coalition for Father Duffy to

not only construct a new TKTS booth, but to
completely revitalize the entire plaza.

The first year of construction has been simultane-
ously exciting and demanding. As is often the case
when building an innovative structure, challenges
in engineering increase the construction time.
Adding to the complexity of the project, the glass
and fittings are being developed and manufactured
in Scotland, Austria and the United States. With
the expanded schedule, the project is on track for
completion in the spring of 2008. The new TKTS
booth, which has been developed by architects

Ticket buyers at the temporary TKTS location
outside the NY Marriott Marquis
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Perkins Eastman and enhanced by and integrated
with William Fellows Architects’ new design for
the plaza, is destined to become the new icon for
“theatre” in New York City. The design, incorpor-
ating an amphitheatre with illuminated red glass
stairs, will be visually dramatic—a shimmering,
floating carpet of color and light. Father Duffy
Square will soon become a pedestrian-friendly
gathering place for all who visit Times Square.

For the duration of the construction period, TDF
has operated a temporary TKTS booth just outside
the New York Marriott Marquis. This temporary
location has proven to be ideal, as it is only a few
hundred feet away from Father Duffy Square. We
are grateful to the New York Marriott Marquis for
their continued support.
