There are no elevators or escalators at this theatre.
There are 2 steps from the main entrance into the theatre.

However, there is an additional entrance that is accessible to the left
of the main door.

There are NO steps on the way to wheelchair designated seats.

There are steps to get to mezzanine and balcony levels of the theatre.

Additionally, on the mezzanine and balcony levels, there are additional
steps to get up and down into each row.

To enter the seating area, the
“house” of the theatre, an
usher will look at the tickets
and escort people to their
seats.

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THE PERFORMANCE

The theatre will become dark and quiet so the
audience may experience the show.

The actors wear costumes when performing.

This helps them pretend to be the characters that they
are portraying.

The actors will not touch anyone in the audience.
The show is 1 hour and 30 minutes.

There is NO INTERMISSION.
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BREAK AREAS

If the show is ever too loud,
too bright, or a break is
needed for any reason, it is
possible to go to one of the
Break Areas.

In these areas, there are
bean bag chairs, mats, and TDF
Volunteers.

When ready, it is possible to go
back into the theatre to
experience the show!
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CLAPPING

The audience may clap during and at the end of
the show.

Clapping lets the actors know that the audience
likes their performance.

If the clapping is too loud, TDF volunteers have

ear plugs or headphones to help make it quieter.

When the performance has finished, the
audience will leave the theatre.

CHARACTER INFORMATION

Oliver, a Helperbot 3** (a lifelike robot that has
been retired) lives in an apartment complex for
obsolete robots in Seoul, Korea with his plant,
Hwaboon. He is hopeful that someday his
previous owner, James, will bring him back
home.

Claire, a Helperbot 5** (a newer model of
robot that is now retired), lives across the hall
from Oliver.

Gil Brentley croons what Oliver knows about
relationships throughout the show, serving
as a narrative voice.

**Helperbots are humanlike machines who help
humans. When new versions are made, the older
versions become obsolete and are retired.

INFORMATION

James is Oliver's former owner.

The actor who plays James also plays James’
son, Junseo, as well as the motel clerk

Jiyeon, Claire's former owner,
appears only in memory through
video projections.

Suhan, Jiyeon’s husband,
appears only in memory through
video projections.

HwaBoon, Oliver’s plant and only friend who keeps
Oliver company in the housing complex for obsolete
Helperbots. In Korean, Hwaboon (2H&) means "flower
pot" or "potted plant." [t combines the characters for
"flower" (2t, hwa) and "pot" (&£, boon).

In 2016, there was a Korean-language
world premiere in Seoul, Korea.

In 2017, 2018, 2020, 2021, and 2024, there
were revivals in Seoul.

In 2017 and 2018, there were touring Spslietlls
productions in Japan with Korean actors. e e e e
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In 2020, there was a production in Japan
with Japanese actors.

In 2020, there was a North American
premiere which featured the English-
language version of Maybe Happy
Ending.

In 2021, there was a Chinese premiere
staged by the original director.
